The bank has remained well-capitalized according to regulatory definition as a result of the receipt of TARP funds.  In the third quarter of 

2008, the bank wrote off approximately $7.5 million relating to Fannie Mae preferred stock.  The write down resulted in the bank's capital 

ratios declining below the minimum to be considered well-capitalized.  The receipt of TARP funds in 2009 returned the bank to "well-

capitalized" status, which has allowed the bank to manage through the current difficult economic environment, while working to stabilize 

non-performing assets and move toward regaining profitability. 

While the bank has been reduced in size, the TARP funds allowed the bank to 

be reduced significantly less than would have been required without receipt of the funds.
