What actions were you able to avoid because of the capital infusion of CPP/CDCI funds?

The organization was able to avoid having to take several actions which would have negatively impacted the long-term outlook for the
organization by continuing to have CPP funds during 2011. Without the CPP capital, the organization would have needed to address a
shortage in capital through the combination of a capital raise and a dramatic reduction in the size of the loan portfolio. Neither of these
alternatives would have a positive long term affect on the organization or benefit the needs of the community we serve. Raising capital in
the current environment would have been untenable. A dramatic reduction in the size of our loan portfolio would have led to disruption to
our quality borrowers, a less profitable organization, and a reduction in force at the company. The continued presence of the CPP funds has
allowed the organization to avoid taking steps that would have damaged the long term health and success of the organization.
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What actions were you able to take that you may not have taken without the capital infusion of CPP/CDCI funds?

The organization has been able to continue to lend money to qualified borrowers during this difficult economic time. The additional capital
provided by the CPP has allowed the organization to actively pursue business and plan for the future growth of the organization. Without the
CPP funds, we would be actively reducing the size of the loan portfolio. Having the CPP funds allows the organization to continue to plan for
the future, instead of being entirely focused on the present.
