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RESCOLUTI ON 760 (1992)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 3086th neeting,
on 18 June 1992

The Security Council,

Recalling its resolutions 752 (1992) of 15 May 1992, 757 (1992)
of 30 May 1992 and 758 (1992) of 8 June 1992, and in particular
par agraph 7 of resolution 752 (1992), in which it enphasized the urgent
need for humanitarian assistance and fully supported the current
efforts to deliver humanitarian aid to all the victins of the conflict,

Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations,

Deci des that the prohibitions in paragraph 4 (c) of resolution
757 (1992) concerning the sale or supply to the Federal Republic of
Yugosl avi a (Serbi a and Montenegro) of commodities or products,
ot her than medi cal supplies and foodstuffs, and the prohibition
agai nst financial transactions related thereto, contained in
resol ution 757 (1992) shall not apply, with the approval
of the Conmttee established by resolution 724 (1991) under the
sinmplified and accel erated "no objection" procedure, to conmodities
and products for essential humanitarian need.
